Antennas- The most common Amateur Antenna is the trusty dipole. Here is a
center insulator, the BUDWIG, that is relatively inexpensive, waterproof and
light. Pick these up at your local hamfest and simply your dipole installations.
This also works well if you have a beam that requires two wires to the driven
element.

Speaking of antennas, are you keeping the water out and your electrons in?
Scotch makes a Self-fusing tape that keeps water out and can be removed
without swear words (unlike coax seal). I first discovered this when the guy
who put in our well pump, used it to spice the 220-volt wire together that
went down into the well. You can find this at Lowes or Home Depot.
